POWER FOR SCHOOLS 

Thanks to a new program developed by 
HISD in partnership with select Texas 
electricity providers, school fundraising 
efforts will soon be experiencing a “power  
surge.”

The 
electricity providers involved in the program 
so far are: Affordable Power, Ambit Energy, 
and Champion Energy Services. Others are 
expected to join as the program expands.
